Designated landing days for all vessels shall be three consecutive days, beginning on 6:00 p.m. 
Sunday to 6:00 p.m. Wednesday.  Designated landing days for all vessels shall be seven 
consecutive days. All vessels landing herring caught in Management Area 1A in any Maine port 
are limited to one landing per 24 hour period (6:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.).  Harvester vessels do not 
need to declare into the Atlantic Herring fishery for Trimester 3.
