The total allowable catch of elvers for 2022 2023 for individuals licensed to fish for
elvers under 12 M.R.S. 88 6505-A and 6302-A is 9,688 Ibs.

The total allowable catch of elvers for individuals licensed to fish for elvers established in
accordance 12 M.R.S. §6505-A(3-A)(B) for 2022 2023 is 7,566 Ibs.

The total allowable catch of elvers for individuals licensed to fish for elvers under
86302-A, established in accordance with 12 M.R.S. 86505-A(3-A)(C) for 2022 2023
is 2,122 Ibs. A total of 2,122 Ibs. allowable catch is allocated pursuant to 12 M.R.S.
86302-B, subsection 1 as follows:

1. 1002.38 1287.29 Ibs. to the Passamaquoddy Tribe

2. 620 Ibs. to the Penobscot Nation
3. 107 Ibs. to the Houlton Band of Maliseet Indians
4, 39 Ibs. to the Aroostook Band of Micmac Indians

35394 69.03 Ibs. was deducted from the amount of quota allocated to the
Passamaquoddy Tribe for 2022 2023 to compensate for the overage in their 2021 2022
guota, in accordance with §6302-B.

An individual licensed to fish for elvers under 12 M.R.S. 86505-A(1) will be allocated an
elver individual fishing quota based on the following process. The Department will:

1. Determine each license holder’s allocation for the 202% 2022 fishing season.

2. Deduct any quota associated with licenses that were suspended for the duration
of the 2021 2022 season, but which will be eligible to harvest in the 2022- 2023
season.

3. Calculate the poundage that would be allocated to license holders suspended for

Basis Statement

This rule establishes the elver quota allocations for the 2023 season for individuals licensed
under 886505-A and 6302-A, and the method of calculating individual elver quota allocations for
individuals licensed under 86505-A. The quota for the Passamaquoddy Tribe has been adjusted
in accordance with their overage in the 2022 season. For individuals licensed under 86505-A,
2023 allocations for individuals will be the same as their 2022 allocations, plus any quota
associated with licenses not renewed in 2022, or licenses suspended for the duration of the 2023
season, which will be distributed evenly to all existing license holders. DMR did not make any
changes to the proposed rule.



Summary of Comments

On January 17, 2023, the rule was posted on the DMR website. Notice of the proposed
rulemaking appeared on January 18, 2023, in the five major daily newspapers as published by
the Secretary of State; and electronic messages were sent to individuals who subscribe to DMR’s
rulemaking notices and sent to industry members who provided their email address to DMR. A
public hearing was held both in-person and remotely at 5:00 p.m. on February 8, 2023. The in-
person hearing was held at DMR’s Augusta office and the remote component was held via
Microsoft Teams. Members of the public attended both in-person and remotely. The comment
period closed February 19, 2023.
